	Jane Ford reported as follows:

· Signage is now in place at both entrances to Dalton’s Park detailing that
                 dogs must go on no longer than 2m lead. Their effectiveness is being

                 monitored. 

Suggestions/comments received were as follows:

· The information should be on a separate sign –it is currently on a sign that

                 includes other information about the area
· The sign should include information on why dogs should be on a lead – as
                 it is a nature reserve
· Two swans & several cygnets are currently on this stretch of water 

· We need to consider where dogs can go into the river away from the
                 nature reserve & maybe point this out on the signs

· Information signs at entry points detailing what wildlife can be found in
                the nature reserve will be erected soon

	Planning Application – 150 Houses on Slate Meadow

· Unfortunately, he hadn’t refined & circulated the letter from the WRA 

                discussed at the last meeting.
Cllr Sophie Kayani reported that:

·                 The right to build has now been passed despite Cllr Penny Drayton issuing
                 a statement opposing the development which was read out to the 

                 planning committee, and Cllr Sophie Kayani & Cllr Stuart Wilson   

                 reading out their own statements.

· Cllr Stuart Wilson & Cllr Penny Drayton recently visited some Croudace 
                developments. They are houses of a decent standard & are well spread out. 

Mike Appleyard reported that:

· Once the houses are built there is a potential for flooding on Cores End 
                Road. After the meeting, Cllr Stuart Wilson commented that this should be
                dealt with in the Slate Meadow application.
· The fences that are currently on the field denote the wild area which 
                 cannot be developed - 10m away from the river.

Parking along Wycombe Lane - Councillors are in the early stages of discussions with Buckinghamshire Council Officers on potential plans to provide additional parking.
