	Planning Consent Approved – 146 Houses on Slate Meadow 

	
	Cllr Penny Drayton reported that developments have temporarily paused due to soil samples needing to be done. Work will recommence on 1 October with a phased development – the 1st section will be the one closest to the entrance.

	Planning Application – 467 Houses on Hollands Farm and Jackson’s Field

	
	The Capreon application still sits with the Council awaiting Validation. The Catesby application is open for response, but they have also agreed to keep the consulatation open to tie in with the Capreon one once it's validated. 	Neighbourhood Development Plan

	
	Mike Seaton reported that over 1,400 votes were received with over 1,200 for YES. The Parish now has a ‘Made’ NDP which is part of local law. Penny Drayton sharpened the figures to 1,456 with 1,272 for YES, an 88% vote in favour. Full details are on the Parish Website, including the NDP and its supporting documents.
Caroline Meechan, who lives in Wooburn Manor Park, reported that she had not received a polling card. 

Bruce Gallup offered a vote of thanks (generating applause) to the Parish Council for their work on the NDP. Mike Seaton stated that it is the product of a long period of work, starting in 2014, by the NDP Working Party. It had been an absorbing project.
